Public Meeting #1: Summary

Overview
Pierce County Parks is developing design concepts for the Pipeline Trail. To gauge the public’s priorities and solicit feedback, Pierce County Parks hosted a public open house on Wednesday, February 12, from 6 to 8 p.m. at the Mid-County Community Center (10205 44th Ave E, Tacoma, WA 984465). The project team described the proposed improvements and invited feedback from participants. After a brief presentation to orient attendees to the information in the room, attendees had the opportunity to view the boards, ask questions of the project team, and provide feedback via conversations with staff, writing directly on the boards or leaving behind comment cards. The workshop drew approximately 60 attendees. All attendees listened to the presentation and most visited the design boards afterwards.  Many attendees engaged in conversations with the project team and/or provided written comments. Eleven attendees left behind comment cards.
